Please submit your application online, you will need to attach the following materials in the online submission:
 
1. Project Summary (four-age limit) template below
2. Student Biosketch (two-page limit)
3. Mentor letter (two-page limit) from supervisor indicating:
a. Address the student’s accomplishments, perceived strengths, motivation, academic abilities and potential as a future veterinary researcher. 
b. Learning Outcomes (Describe the research project and the student’s specific role in the study, including specific skills to be learned) 
c. Supervision Plan (Describe mentor’s current relationship with the student and the mentoring and training plan for this project.) 
d. Feasibility (Describe the research environment with regards to, facilities, laboratory space, field research, etc.) 
e. Mentor qualifications - Data on the supervision of undergraduate students in the last five years such as: 
· Names of undergraduate students supervised
· Peer-reviewed publications by the students
· Conference presentations with DVM undergraduates as authors
· Names of summer students who continued on to graduate work
· Assurance of animal care.
