ONCOLOGY RESEARCH FUND GRADUATE STUDENT SCHOLARSHIP AWARD 
Oncology Research Fund Graduate Scholarship Description: 
This award was created to support graduate students in the area of oncology research to concentrate on full-time study in a postgraduate program at the WCVM. This award provides scholarships to graduate students to provide financial support during the academic term.
Members of the Oncology Fund Management Committee will review and rank all applications to determine awardees based on the criteria outlined below for both awards.

Eligibility: 
1. This is not intended as an entry scholarship.
2. Must be a graduate student of a graduate program within the Western College of Veterinary Medicine (WCVM). Award holders must be a current graduate student (MVetSc, MSc or PhD, MSc in a clinical training program) with >6 months left in their graduate program at the time of application. 
3. Applicants must have their research project related to Oncology Research.
The Oncology Research Fund Award is provided for a one year duration (or time remaining in your program – if less than one full academic year), but a graduate student is eligible to reapply in subsequent years if funding is available. Graduate students can hold the award for a maximum of 3 years for all of their graduate studies at the WCVM. The  award is contingent on the awardee maintaining a good standing with the College of Graduate and Postdoctoral Studies. At the time of scholarship receipt, the awardees must be currently registered as a graduate student with tuition owing. 
5. All awardees must submit a progress report at the end of the award each year. This progress report could take the form of an article for Vet Topics. Progress reports must be submitted by March 15. Failure to submit a progress report will make the awardee ineligible for any further Oncology Research Fund scholarship awards.

A complete application package consists of the following: 
1. The Oncology Research Fund Award application (online). 
2. Transcripts (Students confirm the Research Graduate Studies office may access) 

3. A letter of intent from the applicant stating their career and research goals and how they relate to oncology. 

4. A brief CV (no more than 2 pages) of the applicant including awards, publications and presentations

5. A Letter of Reference from the applicant’s supervisor. This letter should provide insight into the candidate’s suitability for award of the scholarship, research accomplishments, abilities, potential and source(s) of the student’s stipend for the upcoming year
